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THE PRESIDENT: Good afternoon again, people have been very busy by the look of it. | have
glanced at the various drafts. | cannot pretend that | have homed in on exactly where the
tissue paper needs to be inserted.

MR. FLYNN: Sir, perhaps | could just say, first of all, that the court is in open session, and it has
been suggested that we should actually go into, as it were, commercial in Camera, not
confidentiality ring, but business people. That has been suggested to me. There are
journalists in the room, and that is the position that has just been suggested to me by my
learned friends.

THE PRESIDENT: So everyone says it should be in Camera. By “business people”, you mean
clients?

MR. FLYNN: Yes.

THE PRESIDENT: Very well, I think so in these circumstances, as the matters being discussed
are somewhat delicate inevitably at this stage. Clients should remain but everyone else
should leave. Thank you very much. We will tell you as soon as possible when it is
appropriate to go back into open court.
