ORDER 

 

UPON the Tribunal’s Order made on 19 March 2021 listing a pre-hearing review to be 
heard on 8 October 2021 

AND UPON the issues between the parties to be determined at the pre-hearing review 
being limited to: (i) whether there should be cross-examination of witnesses and experts 
at the CPO application hearing listed for 29 November to 1 December 2021; and (ii)

not exceed 5 pages.
