be considered at the preliminary issues hearing.”

(d) Paragraph 10 shall read, “By 4pm on 12 June 2023, the parties shall exchange

and file signed reply witness statements, if any.”

(e) Paragraph 11 shall read, “By 4pm on 26 June 2023, the parties shall exchange

and file signed reply reports from the experts on mineral supply chains, if any.”
