1. Directions on consequential matters (including any application for permission to
appeal) are adjourned to a further hearing.

2. The continuing daily fine of £15,000 imposed by the Penalty Notice shall not accrue in
the period from the date of the Tribunal’s Judgment in these proceedings until further
Order of the President (inclusive of both dates).
