AND UPON the Order of Mr Justice Foxton of 17 May 2023 transferring the Proceedings from
the High Court (Commercial Court) to the Tribunal (formerly registered at the High Court
under Claim No. CL-2022-000597 and now at the Tribunal under Case No. 1591/5/7/23



AND UPON considering the letter dated 24 May 2023 from the solicitors for the Claimants
proposing that the Proceedings be designated a Host Case

AND UPON the parties having agreed the terms of this order

IT IS ORDERED BY CONSENT THAT:

1. The Umbrella Proceedings Order and the schedule thereto be varied to include these

Proceedings which are named as a Host Case in the Merchant Umbrella Proceedings.
