Timetable

2. The Class Representative and the Intervener shall file and serve any response to any 

applications made by the Defendants, if so advised, by 4pm on 8 September 2023. 

3. The Defendants shall file and serve a Reply, if so advised, by 4pm on 29 September 

2023. 

4. A case management conference shall be listed on 12 October 2023, with a time estimate 

of two days (the “CMC”).  

5. The Parties shall file an agreed agenda for the CMC by 4pm on 2 October 2023. 

6. The Parties shall file five hard copies and an electronic version of an agreed bundle 

(and an authorities bundle) for use at the CMC by 4pm on 6 October 2023.   

7. The Parties shall file skeleton arguments for use at the CMC in Word format, with a 

maximum limit of 20 pages per party (1.5 spacing, 12-point font and regular margins) 

by 4pm on 9 October 2023.
