UPON the application by Microsoft Corporation for permission to withdraw its application 

under section 120 of the Enterprise Act 2002 for the review (“Application for Review”) of the 

decision of the Competition and Markets Authority dated 26 April 2023, pursuant to Rule 13 

of the Competition Appeal Tribunal Rules 2015 

AND UPON the decision of the Respondent dated 13 October 2023 to grant consent under
