Representative from the FTC Production Set.

2. Paragraph 17 of the Fifth CMC Order shall be amended to read as follows:

(2)

Qualcomm shall by Spm on 6 August 2024 notify Lenovo in writing of the
upcoming disclosure of the Blumberg Documents, copying the Class
Representative’s  solicitors, including an explanation that the Class
Representative intends to make these documents available to Mr Blumberg on
the terms referred to at paragraph 14 above, as a limited and qualified member
of the Outer Confidentiality Ring as per the process in paragraphs 15 to 16
above. Lenovo shall be afforded until S5Spm on 30 August 2024 to raise a
reasoned objection in relation to the disclosure of any part of the Blumberg
Documents and/or the provision of the same to Mr Blumberg, and in the event
of such objection, the disclosure (or the provision of the relevant documents or
parts of documents to Mr Blumberg) shall not take place pending resolution of
the objection by agreement or by determination by the Tribunal, including any

appeals.

3. There be liberty to apply.
