IT IS ORDERED THAT: 
 

1. England and Wales be the forum of the proceedings. 
 
2. The case management conference be adjourned until 2 p.m. on Friday 30 July 

2004. 
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3. The appellant use its best endeavours to file and serve on the respondent and 

the legal representatives of the AMA a redacted version of the notice of appeal 
by 11 a.m. on Wednesday 28 July 2004. 

 
4. The parties and AMA file and serve on each other any observations they wish 

to make as to the draft Order and the further progress of the proceedings by 
10:30 a.m. on Friday 30 July 2004. 

 
5. The respondent use best endeavours to supply the appellant and the AMA with 

a draft copy of its submissions as soon as practicable. 
 

6. Costs be reserved.
