The intervener shall file and serve its statement of intervention together with any
witness evidence on which it intends to rely and any voluntary disclosure by
5.00pm on 3 July 2007.

. Any application and/or submissions by the appellant, including any application for
disclosure and/or amendment to the notice of appeal and/or any request for the
confidential treatment of any part of the notice of appeal, be filed and served by
5.00pm on 10 July 2007.

. Any response by the respondent or intervener to any applications and any further
submissions by any party for the next case management conference, including
submissions on confidentiality, be filed and served by 5.00pm on 19 July 2007.

. A further case management conference be fixed for 10.30am on 24 July 2007.
