ORDER 
 

 
UPON reading the notice of application lodged by BAA Limited (“BAA”) under 
rules 8 and 25 of the Competition Appeal Tribunal Rules 2003 (S.I. No. 1372 of 
2003) (“the Tribunal Rules”) on 18 May 2009 
 
AND UPON reading the request for permission to intervene from Ryanair Limited 
(“Ryanair”) dated 9 June 2009 
 
AND UPON reading the submissions of the parties and Ryanair filed in advance of 
the case management conference 
 
AND UPON reading the defence from the Competition Commission (“the 
Commission”) dated 30 June 2009 
 
AND UPON hearing counsel for the parties and Ryanair at a case management 
conference on 1 July 2009  
 
IT IS ORDERED THAT: 
 

1. Pursuant to rule 18 of the Tribunal Rules the proceedings be treated as 
proceedings in England and Wales 

 
2. Ryanair be granted permission to intervene in the proceedings on condition 

that it avoids duplication of submissions 
 



  

3. The parties and Ryanair formulate and agree between themselves 
arrangements for the disclosure of information contained in the pleadings and 
supporting material for which confidentiality is claimed and submit the agreed 
arrangements to the Tribunal in the form of an agreed draft order as soon as 
possible, and in any event no later than 4pm on 2 July 2009 

 
4. In relation to the proceedings: 

 
a. Ryanair file and serve its statement of intervention, together with any 

supporting documents and evidence, by 4pm on 31 July 2009 
 

b. BAA file and serve any reply to the defence and Ryanair’s statement of 
intervention, together with any supporting documents and evidence, by 
4pm on 7 September 2009 

 
c. BAA file and serve its skeleton argument by 4pm on 21 September 

2009 
 

d. The Commission file and serve its skeleton argument by 4pm on 5 
October 2009 

 
e. Ryanair file and serve its skeleton argument by 4pm on 12 October 

2009 
 

f. BAA prepare an agreed bundle of documents to serve as the core 
bundle for the hearing and an agreed joint bundle of authorities to be 
referred to at the hearing with key sections flagged for reference 

 
g. BAA file six copies of the agreed bundle of documents by 4pm on 13 

October 2009 
 

h. BAA file six copies of the agreed bundle of authorities by 4pm on 31 
July 2009, to be supplemented as necessary by 4pm on 13 October 
2009 

 
5. A hearing be listed for 19 October 2009 with a time estimate of 3 days 

 
6. Costs be reserved
