5 

The Tribunal would like to make it clear that the final result in this case at this stage remains 6 

entirely open.  We do not consider at this stage we have decided any point either on the law or 7 

on the merits, both are for further consideration in the light of further argument hereafter. So 8 

unless there are any further observations or applications the Tribunal will now stand adjourned. 9
